The Academic Center, EcoYoff, Dakar, and its US partner, Living Routes 
Study Abroad in Ecovillages, offer their 2009 Spring and Fall semesters  in 
Sustainable Community Development for $9,500 to international students 
whose parent(s) currently live in Senegal. This tuition is reduced from the 
$14,700, the tuition Living Routes charges American students recruited in 
the US. It includes room and board in homestay families when working in 
villages. Students may also live in homestays in Dakar. For an additional 
$1,000, the University of Massachusetts, Amherst, provides 16 transfer-
able academic credits, which are  widely accepted by US universities 
EcoYoff is the Living & Learning Center of  the Senegal branch of the 
Global Ecovillage Network (GEN Senegal). GEN is a United Nations 
ECOSOC NGO.  EcoYoff provides university study abroad in ecovillages 
and also trains villagers in environmental protection, ecological technolo-
gies, ecotourism, microcredit, health/nutrition, early child development, 
leadership, democracy, conflict resolution and many other topics in the 
four dimension of Ecovillage Design Education: ecology, economy, soci-
ety, and in sustainable development perspectives.

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1.This introductory university course in global sustainable development 
theory and practice integrates top-down and bottom-up development per-
spectives. The course focuses on global and local sustainability problems 
and solutions, and on the historical, technical and cultural context  interna-
tional and Senegalese students need to comprehend in order to work in 

2. Students and faculty spend a third of the semester in project related ac-
tivities in the ecovillage of Guédé Chantier, one of 45 members of the 
Senegal branch of the Global Ecovillage Network (GEN Senegal). Ecovil-
lages are committed to living sustainably. Students and villagers  carry out 
sustainable development projects together, as a living and learning family. 

3. Independent study and service learning courses provide the academic 
rigor and frameworks needed for students and villagers to practice com-
munity development, in creating projects of their choice in education, 
organic agriculture, environmental protection, ecological building, solar 
energy, social justice, health, business, ecotourism, arts, music and more.  

4. Students applying to the program must be proficient in English. Over 
the semester, they are expected to gain or improve their language skills 
in our French, Wolof or English classes. Advanced French students will  
carry out their class assignments and Independent Study in French.  

5. Equal numbers of International students and Senegalese work-study 
students enrol in this program. The Senegalese participate in integrating 
their international partners into Senegalese society and translate from 
local languages. Teamwork and discussions engage students in becom-
